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The Mechanism of Elections in the United
States Elections are held every four years on
the Tuesday following the first Monday in
November. The actual ballots used by voters
list the names of the candidates, but officially, it
is an indirect election in which voters select
"electors" pledged to their preferred
candidate's political party, state by state. A
candidate wins by obtaining a majority of the
538 electors allocated across the 50 states and
the District of Columbia, which means they
need at least 270 electors. Except for Maine
and Nebraska, the candidate who receives the
most votes in a state takes all of that state's
electors.
